February 2009 was exceptionally cold (-6” celsius) and snow covered the valley; not seen since
1990. We were heartbroken to see newly planted specimens suffer; echiums in particular
succumbed. However, the joy of an old, large garden is that many other plants survived and
advantages of killing off bugs and creating space could be exploited.

A large holm oak (Quercus ilex) fell in spring causing devastation to an entire bank. We took
the opportunity to replant in an Oriental theme, including beautiful bamboos, Ginkgo biloba
(maidenhair tree), eucalyptus, Cryptomeria Japonica (Japanese cedar) and Salix contorta
(twisted willow).

So much about gardening is routine, even if therapeutic, that plant hunting expeditions become
the highlight of the horticultural year. This year's emphasis has been on trees, shrubs and borders
meaning that there is something new for all to see in 2010.
